The Yeshiva system sent out word to all the reaigi¢hat this problem exists in these suits and
they could not be worn before they were checkedlMatnez. Since this warning was issued,
about 25% of the suits that were brought for chegkiave been found to contain this piece of
material with linen in it.

Again, this emphasizes the need to check all samilsnot rely on the word of a store owner or

distributor that all the suits are shatnez freeabee the samples tested were shatnez free. Itis a

neis that this was found just days before Pesatiasi saved many from the issur of shatnez.
