The Basic Guidelines  

 Which Men’s and Women’s’ and children’s 
Clothing Require Shatnez Testing 

• All suits, jackets and coats should be 
checked for Shatnez no matter what the 
label says.  Even 100% synthetic suits, etc. 
have been found to contain Shatnez. 

• Clothing that lists either wool, linen or flax 
on the label should be checked. 

• Clothing that lists O.F (“other fibers”) 
should be checked. 

• Garments that have ornamentation, 
trimmings or appliqués should be checked, 
even if the label does not list wool or linen. 

• Any fabric that has a ‘linen look’. 

Linen look fabrics can be recognized by 
having one of the following characteristics: 

• Yarns of uneven thickness. 

• Any fabric with a slight shiny look. 

• Little balls or fluffs (slubs) throughout the 
fabric. 

• Multi-colored fabrics 

What clothes do not need to be checked? 

• Down & Parker Coats. 

• Socks, even Goldtoe© brand socks, which 
once had linen in its yellow tip. 

• Ski-type gloves with Thinsulate© lining, 
provided they do not list O.F.
